I would like to start by thanking Suzanne Clark for her help with my first year as membership secretary.

Unfortunately I have to report a decrease in overall membership this year. We currently have a total of 229 paid members, compared to 263 last year. This is in part due to members only joining for the IBC year, but also due to ex-members trying to save money. We currently have an additional 57 (compared to 45 last year) people on our local mailing list who have not paid for 1 or 2 years and who we try to entice back before removing them in the third year.
